Love learning 
 
Our passionate teachers provide a creative approach to 
learning to allow every pupil to maximise their potential.  Our 
excellent facilities ς large classrooms, extensive outdoor space, 
well-equipped IT provision ς allow us to develop imaginative

Individual approach 
 
We have a maximum of 45 pupils taught in two classes: Reception 
and a combined Yr1/2 class.  Our classes are taught by 
experienced teachers and are supported by a team of teaching 
assistants, meaning that we are well-equipped ǘƻ ŎŀǘŜǊ ŦƻǊ ǇǳǇƛƭǎΩ 
individual learning needs.
