Wraparound Care 

This is just a gentle reminder with regard to bookings and cancellations for Wraparound Care. Please, 
where possible, make sure all bookings are made no less than 24 hours in advance. We understand that 
things crop up unexpectedly and last-minute bookings are required, but we are getting an increasing 
number of last-minute bookings and sometimes, on occasion, children arrive at afterschool club expecting 
a space and parents have not let us know. This causes an increase in workload for our office staff and 
problems with the planning for Wraparound Care staff. We have a strict ratio that we have to adhere to 
and we plan the number of staff required based on bookings. 

Our policy states that cancellations should be made within 15 days, however, we are generally flexible and 
will accept cancellations up to 24 hours in advance. After this no credit or refunds are applicable.
